Parents and Basketball Players: 
 
It is time to sign up for our basketball leagues and this year I need your help.  We have a little 
situation that has caused us to change a few things about our league.  The league we were part of 
for so many years has folded.  The league became so wide spread that some of the churches felt 
it was best to form new leagues in other areas.  So we have been looking for a new place to play 
this year. 
 
We are going to be part of the North Greenville League for all of our youth and children’s teams.  
This league is run a little different with higher cost than we have been used to.  So please be sure 
you read over this letter and the registration form completely if you are planning on playing this 
year.  This is VERY important! 
 
Our 19 and under teams, boys and girls will now play on Monday nights.  This is new for our 
boys.  Their games will begin on Monday November 9th.  They are starting very early in order to 
give those who may want to play spring sports at the high school a chance to complete their 
season with us first.  I know this is very soon and that is one reason our registration is going to 
happen so fast. 
 
All other teams will play on Saturdays and will begin their games on Sat., Dec. 5.  This includes 
our boys and girls.  We also have new age groups to register with.  The age groups this year are: 
Ages 5 & 6 Co-Ed   8 foot goals,   Saturday Games 
Ages 8 and Under, Boys and Girls (cannot be 9)  8 foot goals, Saturday Games 
Ages 11 and Under, Boys and Girls (cannot be 12),   Saturday Games 
Ages 14 and Under, Boys and Girls (cannot be 15),  Saturday Games  
Ages 19 and Under, Boys and Girls (must be in High School),   Monday night Games 
Cut off for all ages are July 31, 2009. 
 
Registration will begin on Thursday, Oct. 15 and run until Wed. Oct. 21st.  You may register in 
the breezeway this Sunday, in the office during office hours or in the gym on Wed. Oct. 21 at 
5:45 until 7:45.  At registration you will need your form completed in its entirety and all fees 
paid.  Please be sure to include last year’s number if you are not purchasing a new jersey.  We 
must have this with your registration.  This will be the deadline to register this year, league rules.  
So please make every effort to have your form in by this date!  Forms are available in the office 
or on our website at www.Bereafbc.org, then click forms on the main page.

Parents and Players: 

Registration for our basketball teams begins Wednesday, Oct. 14 and ends Oct. 21.  To be 
registered you must turn in a registration form along with your fee.  All information needs to be filled out 
completely in order for this form to be accepted.  THIS IS AN ABSOLUTE DEADLINE THIS YEAR! 

We will use the same uniforms as last year.  If you do not need a new uniform, we MUST have 
your number from last year at time of registration.  If you were in the 1st – 3rd grade last season and 
played, you will need to purchase a new uniform this year.  We must have your complete registration and 
fees paid before we order a jersey for you.   

If you are trying out for a high school team, please turn in your form, without paying, stating that 
on the form.  That way we can have you placed on a team roster in case you do not make the team.  We 
can always remove your name, but cannot add new names once turned in.  If you “make” the school 
team, you become ineligible for church ball the entire year, even if you decide to quit the school team. 

Thanks for playing with us this year.  Your coach will be in contact with you once practice starts. 
 Boys and girls grades 1 – 9, and men’s open will start games the first week of December and our men’s 
and ladies intramurals will begin after the New Year. Our Senior boys and girls will begin Nov. 9.
